	Focus area(s): What do you want to find out from this monitoring activity? 
Curriculum coverage, writing process, enjoyment of writing. 



	Ensure you have access to medium term plans and that children have access to their workbooks.

	Fostering a love of writing 

	Why is writing important? Do you enjoy writing? What do you enjoy about writing lessons?  Do you ever have a choice in what you would like to write/how you would like to present your ideas (genre)?  Do you get the opportunity to share your writing with others? Do you write for real purposes?
	It helps you improve your vocabulary and the way you communicate.  I like writing because I like to use technical vocabulary.  I like writing because I get to use the vocabulary that I’ve been learning.  We write according to the plans which has a big piece of writing at the end and lots of smaller writing activities throughout the genre.  Sometimes, we can read what we’ve written out to the class.  Some of our work is displayed on the walls.  I like writing a bit, sometimes it hurts my hand.  I like writing stories about war.  In class, I’ve written a story about the secret of the black rock.  I get to go and show my work to other teachers - I like that. I like writing because I can get stickers for working hard.  I like to show my friends what I have written.  if you can’t write, you're in trouble in later life; you have to be able to write on computers or on actual paper.

	Current Learning 

	Tell me about what you have been learning about in your writing lessons. Show me/tell me about something that you have learnt that was new to you.  
	We’ve been writing memory diaries about a little boy lost at sea on a boat.  PT showed me his work which was writing in the style of a character who is lost at sea.  His work is excellent and involves a lot of high-level vocabulary.  JJO showed me a letter where she was writing a letter to strike a bargain with a thief.  Fronted adverbials were very prevalent in the work,  She enjoyed that particular task.  We've been reading The Night Gardener and doing some writing about that - what topiary he has made, the dragon one was my favourite.  Recently, we have been writing about Old Bear and Rapunzel - that was fun, the witch was blind.  We have been learning about fables, we’ve done some short writing and we’re planning to write a long story.

	Writing Routines 

	Ask age-related questions to determine whether routines match the school’s policy and procedure:
Tell me about writing in your English lessons - what does this look like / what happens?  How often do you write?  How often do you talk through your ideas before actually writing on paper (oral composition)?   
	Teachers do sentence accuracy and essential grammar before modelling a piece of writing.  We get a chance to do activities like role on the wall to help us before we begin to write.  We always try to use ambitious vocabulary.  Before we write, we get a chance to work with partners to discuss what we might write in our books.  We do some writing everyday, after phonics.  We talk with our partners before we write, Miss tells us to do that.  I get some ideas from my partner.  I talk to my friends about what I’m going to write about before I start writing.  Sometimes, we talk through our writing before we begin, I can get ideas from them and they can get ideas from me.


	‘Remembering more’

	Vocabulary: 
What does this word mean? How are you supported to learn and remember new words? 

Prior learning: 
Have you ever learned about this aspect of writing/grammatical feature/genre before?  How does your teacher support you to build your knowledge around writing? 

Practice: 
Do you have time to practise all stages of the writing process (plan, draft, re-draft, proofread, edit, publish)?  Tell me about the last non-fiction / poem / fiction that you wrote?  Do you have the opportunity to talk through ideas before writing (oral composition)? Do you have time to practise spelling and handwriting? 
	Vocabulary means using better words to improve the writing.  Teachers and our planning time help us with that.  Vocabulary is fancy words - we learn them from books and WAGOLLs.  Vocabulary are words and phrases that we can use.

Teachers often ask us what we need to include in our work from having done this type of writing in other year groups.  Teachers explain new reading and vocabulary so that we are ready to use these in our writing.  Miss shows us WAGOLLs which makes it easier.  We sometimes take things from the WAGOLL to put in our writing.

All long pieces of writing are planned beforehand.  We get a chance to talk to our partners before we start to write.  We can proofread for errors and we use purple pens to edit our work.  We practice our handwriting in the mornings when we come into school.  We can go back over our work and fix mistakes, I think that’s important because it leads to better writing.


	Writing across the curriculum

	Ask questions to elicit whether:
· pupils have the chance to write in more depth, learning at their own pace.
· writing across the curriculum motivates them to further develop their learning independently.
· they are motivated to write fiction and non-fiction linked to the subject they are studying.
	In history, we have written diary entries and information texts related to our topics of the Great Fire of London, WW2 and Victorian Britain.  I like writing about the past and now.  It’s good to write non-fiction too because I like writing facts.   Any writing outside the English lessons helps improve us, we get better and get to use new vocabulary.  We do some writing in RE when we write about God and religious things.
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
