ATTENDANCE

Liverpool City Council believes that good attendance is essential if your child is to achieve the best results possible while at school. The Government expects pupils to have a minimum level of attendance of at least 97% and our schools will be working towards this new target for the forthcoming academic year. You may also be aware the Government requires schools to measure attendance by ‘Persistent Absenteeism’, which is defined as the number of times your child is absent during the year. A pupil who is persistently absent is one who misses 10% or more of their schooling for any reason, from the beginning of the school year to the end of any given half term period, as indicated below. Please note that one session is equivalent to half a day.
